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The materials following were developed and used for mid-week Bible Study groups. 
Handouts
At every session, each person receives a two-sided handout, the MS WORD document. One side has an outline of the lesson material. Additional scripture references, helpful resource websites, and appropriate quotations are also included for some sessions. The other side has a series of questions with space to fill in the answers. The questions are divided into 3 sections. The first section is to be completed in the Discussion Group time (see Introduction, Session 1 for details). The second section is for personal reflection after the session. The third section is for personal preparation for the next session.

A set of MS PowerPoint slides along with speaking notes are used at each session. Some personal testimonies included may be retained for illustrative purposes.
