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TOPIC: NEW GENERATION WARRIORS

Points to Make
 God sent His angel with a word to Israel: 
 “I am the One who brought you up out of 

Egypt.  I am the One who made a covenant 
with your fathers.  I delivered them, protected 
them and brought them into the land I 
promised them.

 “Now, I want you—this new generation—to 
enter into the same covenant with Me, NOT 
with the inhabitants of the lands you’ve 
conquered.”  

 Israel chose to disobey God and the gods of 
these nations became thorns and snares to 
them.  

 When we follow after the things the world has 
to offer, we may think it’ll make our lives 
easier. In fact, for God’s people, it makes life a 
whole lot harder!  

 We’re no longer a part of the existing world 
system. We’ve been called out and separated 
unto God. It’s simply impossible for us to be 
just like everybody else.

 When the people received this message, they 
wept in sorrow and brought sacrifices to the 
Lord, but they did not change their actions!  

 God requires obedience before sacrifice.  
Sacrifice never replaces covenant.  

 The Israelites followed the Lord only as long as 
they had Joshua pushing them—they never got 
to the place where they developed their own 
will, desire, determination, or the “want-to” to 
serve God.

 God sets a test for each new generation to see 
if they will learn to fight for what they have 
received and whether they will follow the 
instructions of God, which was delivered to 
them through their fathers (Judges 3:1-2, 4).

 God has always sought to teach us by His Word, 
and have us obey by a simple act of our will.

 Human beings tend to devalue things they 
didn’t have to work or fight for.
